Procedure to follow by vaccinator according to result of assessment of risk of exposure to TB:

+ Perform a TST in a single step before administering the BCG vaccine if the risk of prior exposure to tuberculosis is high; OR

+ Administer the BCG vaccine without performing a TST if the parent refuses or in case of a possibility that the infant does not return for vaccination
after undergoing the skin test.
